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General Safety Rules

Everyone working in the flaking pit or other designated areas will be required to wear appropriate safety gear.  Individuals without protective equipment will not be allowed access to the flaking pit.  Safety equipment will include the following: 

· eye and face protection (face shield and/or goggles with impact resistant lenses that totally enclose the eyes);
· gloves (leather or metal mesh that will protect against cuts); and
· leather or carpet squares (if knapping is performed while sitting). 
Additionally, open-toed shoes and shorts may not be worn in the flaking pit, and short-sleeved shirts are discouraged.  Sit on the benches or buckets rather than on the ground, as the flaking pit sand is full of small, sharp shards.  Take a first aid kit out with you and immediately report any mishaps or near misses (including flakes entering the eyes or mouth or any bleeding) to the instructor, TA or laboratory staff.
Access to Raw Materials

Access to the lithic raw materials is subject to the following provisions:
1.
Only the following individuals will be permitted to use Departmental lithic raw materials:

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graduate students who have obtained permission.

Permission for access to the lithic raw materials for anyone not listed above must be obtained from the Laboratory Manager.
3.
Students in lower level courses wishing to experiment with lithic technology should be encouraged to use locally available materials such as basalt, andesite, quartz or glass cores.
4.
Students in any class may use the debitage in the scrap buckets located in the flaking pit. 
Flaking Pit Maintenance

Everyone using the flaking pit is required to clean the area they have been working in when they are finished for the day.  This includes:

· screening the debitage and placing it in the scrap buckets;
· returning unused raw materials to the storage bins;
· returning the knapping tools to the storage cabinet;
· removing completed stone tools; and
· removing any other garbage (i.e. coffee cups, food wrappers, pop cans, etc.).
Working Alone in the Flaking Pit

There is no working alone in the Flaking Pit – a minimum of two people must be present at all times.  
Arrangements for the key, proper safety equipment and a first aid kit must be made with laboratory staff prior to using the flaking pit (some advance notice is appreciated).  Undergraduate students cannot work in the flaking pit before 8:30 am or after 4:30 pm.  Faculty and graduate students can work after those hours, but do need to notify laboratory staff.  Laboratory staff should also be notified immediately if there is an accident and when people have finished knapping.

The door on the 8000 level out to the loading bay may be propped open with the small metal ‘whatchamacallit’ from 8:30 am to 4:30 pm.  The door may not be propped open after 4:30 pm.
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
