	Handout: Tips for Web Portfolio



1. Set up your web_portfolio folder. Create a folder called images for all of your images and put it in the web_portfolio folder.

Managing your files (assets) correctly and efficiently is essential to the functioning of your web portfolio. Avoid spaces (use_underscore_) or uppercase characters in file or folder names.

Your root folder is web_portfolio in your student folder; everything in your html file should be linked relative to this path. Thus, if you are linking to an image (e.g. portrait.jpg) in your images folder, the path should be images/portrait.jpg.
2. Create your web portfolio in Photoshop (this will be explained in the lecture). When exporting, remember to set the standard to XHTML. Photoshop will save HTML file and give it the name of your Photoshop file. If your Photoshop file is called portfolio.psd, your html document will be portfolio.html.
All of the images created by Photoshop will be automatically saved to the images folder. Be careful not to give the slices same names as your existing images, or else your files will be overwritten.

3. Open the file generated by Photoshop in your favourite Web design software; finish formatting. Save your file as index.html in your web_portfolio folder. This is the default file opened by a browser in any given folder.
