Ethel Wilson: (January 20, 1888 - December 22, 1980) 

Born in Port Elizabeth, South Africa, she moved to England in 1890 following the death of her mother. In 1898, after the death of her father, she was taken to live with her maternal grandmother in Vancouver, British Columbia. p.114-15)

She received her teacher's certificate in 1907, and for thirteen years taught in Vancouver elementary schools. In 1921 she married Wallace Wilson, President of the Canadian Medical Association and professor of medical ethics at UBC. (Wrote in car while husband was on house-calls.)

Innocent Traveller: collection of notes from family reminiscences, worked up into a …. Novel? Short story collection? Neither: through the literary genius something sui generis.
Possibly, a series of sketches – blog entries – or possibly one of the great works of world literature: a book about Life-with-a-capital-“L”

· certainly a story about Vancouver: the Genesis – in the Biblical sense – of the place we live.
· Matriarchy 100

· Time: book written at a time of Modernism in literature, philosophy, but transcends that historical & geographical limitation – a function of its Canadian-ness, possibly, in relation to Europe—and is decidedly the first post-modern novel: the relativity of Time in relation to human experience.
